Under most 

scenarios, the tram will accompany the tour. However, tours of more than 20 persons 

may be split into more than one group. There are 2 trams available on most days. 

Please note that a passenger’s fold-up walker or wheelchair will take up additional 

seating capacity on a tram. Also, due to the historical nature of the site, the tram is 

unable to travel to all areas. Each tram rider will have the option of walking or waiting 

at these limited points on the tour. Each tram requires a docent/driver. Therefore, 

trams may only be added or canceled with 24 hour notice. Also, tram(s) may be 

unavailable due to other reservations or tram maintenance. Please plan accordingly.

Group Tour Information 

Thank you for inquiring about a tour of Historic Spanish Point.  Our historical, 

archaeological and environmental site comprises 30 acres.  Please advise your group to wear 

comfortable walking shoes. The tour is approximately one mile of walking and takes about 

two hours. There are benches along the path and public rest rooms are available at three on 

site locations. A stop is included halfway through each tour.  
        
In the summer, visitors may want to bring a sun hat or visor, sunglasses, sunscreen and 

insect repellant.  In the winter, a windbreaker or sweater will help keep you comfortable 

when the winds are blowing off the bay. 

 

Group rates cannot be used in combination with other discounts.  A fifteen dollar ($15.00) 

non-refundable deposit is required to confirm your tour.  We require that one person in 

your group handle all monies for the tickets at the Visitors Center.  Rain dates may be 

rescheduled.   

 

Picnics:  Picnic tables are available and can be reserved through our office.  Open fires and 

grills are not permitted.  The picnic area must be left clean and orderly.  There are no food 

service facilities on the site. (see our unendorsed list of local restaurants below)

From Sarasota:  2.2 miles south of Sarasota Square Mall on US Rt. 41 

            From Venice:  1.5 miles north of Blackburn Point Road on US Rt. 41 

Coming south on I 75: Take Venice/Osprey exit (exit 200) then north on US Rt.41 (Tamiami Trail) 

for 3.5 miles.  The museum is on the left. 

Coming north on I 75: Take Laurel Road exit (exit 195) to US Rt. 41 (Tamiami Trail) and continue 

north for 4 miles.  The museum is on the left.
